I am always amazed at how fast it all happer
is hard to imagine what kind of week it must F
been for Jesus’ disciples, and what kind of eme
they must have felt in that week. Hope and exjpiecta
must have filled their minds at the beginning whesu
entered Jerusalem in seeming triumph. All thaulc
have been followed by confusion and horror
disappointment as the week progressed. All of
hopes would have been so quickly dashed. Wallysu
blame Jesus’ friends for abandoning him as nobst
them did; or denying him, as Peter did. But waulghy
of us have done better?
