Our Rectors -

The Meaning of Lent in Our Lives

...You bid your faithful people cleanse their
hearts, and prepare

with joy for the Paschal feast; that, fervent in
prayer and in

works of mercy, and renewed by your Word and
Sacraments,

they may come to the fullness of grace which you
have

prepared for those who love you.

Lent dwells in the minds of many as a dry, barren time;
a time in which we either do things to make ourselves
suffer, or at least, do less to make ourselves happy.
Lent, in this view, is an alleluia-less desert stretching
from just after pancakes on Fat Tuesday until just before
brunch on Easter morning. How many people deny them-
selves chocolate, or sugar, or a favorite television show?

But Lent really isn’t about all that.

Self-denial is not necessarily a bad thing. Properly un-
derstood, ‘giving things up’ can be a good spiritual tool
for reminding us to reflect on our lives. By regularly
missing something, we can also at the same time be
reminding ourselves of our commitment to repentance
and spiritual growth; on the other hand, we can also re-
duce Lent to a time of minor inconvenience, or worse,
into the expression of the idea that God is somehow
gratified or appeased by our suffering.

I don’t believe that God wants us to suffer, or that
through suffering God sees us as somehow repaying a
debt. Reflecting on our suffering may be important to
our spiritual development, but causing more suffering
for our selves does not serve a useful purpose, as far as
I can see. So any kind of idea that Lent is a time to
suffer through is not helpful.

LLent is about repentance. But what is important to re-
alize 1s that repentance is not, in the end, about repay-
ment. We cannot, after all, ever truly repay God for the
love and grace which have been given to us. Repay-
ment or restitution might be a part of repenting some
kind of harm we have done to another, but that would
be a result of repenting, not the thing itself. Repen-
tance ts about reconnecting with God. It 1s about, in
the light of this reconnection, reordering and renewing
ourselves, recommitting ourselves to God’s work, as
well as the work that God is doing in our lives.

I find this idea of Lent almost perfectly expressed in
one of the two lenten eucharistic prayer prefaces, which
I quoted at the beginning of this article. Cleansing our
hearts, being both fervent in prayer and in our actions,
and finding renewal in word and sacrament are all done
with the goal of coming “..to the fullness of grace which
you have prepared for those who love vou.” And all this
is done with a sense of joy, not suffering.

I hardly have to mention that we are living through
difficult times. Many of us are struggling with finan-
cial difficulties, or with the fear that financial difficul-
ties may soon come upon us. And we are not free from
the other concerns of human existence: health prob-
lems, family differences, emotional difficulties, or any
of the other causes of human worry or suffering. Lent
is a time, not to indulge in suffering, but to search for
meaning and reconnection in the midst of suffering. It
is a time when we can allow useless fears and preten-
stons to fall away and recall what is truly important
and of value in our lives. It is an opportunity to re-
new ourselves, to clarify our sense of value, and to see
again the fullness of grace working in our lives.

May your lenten work be a source of joy; and may we
all come more fully to the knowledge of God’s love
and grace.

The fifth Empty Bowls luncheon will be held Tues-
day, March 10, 11:00 AM to 2:00 PM - at the Masonic
Temple, 1123 J Street. RCCS hopes to raise $50,000
to fill the need. They served 36,305 peopie in 2008,
primarily working poor adults, those securing food for
children, seniors, and pregnant women.

Rewarding Outreach at St. John’s
Sheiter

The Outreach Committee announced the dates
in 2009 that the congregation will be cooking
and serving dinner to the 100-125 residents at St.
John’s Shelter for Women and Children. The first
date was Sunday, February 8. Page O’ Connor co-
ordinated the dinner with Betsy Colgan, Marie
Duff, and Joanne Ringstrom participating as cooks.
Quinn Jones, Steve Abrusia and Chris O’Connor
served the dinner. The committee, along with the
shelter residents, deeply thanks these seven people
for their service and compassion.

The remaining dates for 2009 are on the following
Sundays: April 26, June 14, August 9, and November
8. You can sign up for this fun and rewarding outreach
project on the bulletin board on wheels in the parish
hall.

The commuttee 1s looking for people to act as coordi-
nator for a meal. This responsibility 1s much easier
than it sounds. The committee has a binder with
clear guidance and many sample recipes. Past co-
ordinators provide assistance to new ones. Funding
is available to reimburse the coordinator for food
purchases. The total time a coordinator spends on
the project, including planning, shopping and cook-
ing, is about 3 hours. Additionally, we need 4 cooks
and 4 servers for each meal.

A typical Sunday goes like this: The coordinator buys
the food after attending worship and fellowship at All
Saints. At 2:30 p.m., the coordinator and 3-4 cooks ar-
rive at St. John's Shelter at 4410 Power Inn Road. They
sign in and are shown to the professional kitchen. After
dividing duties, they prepare and cook an entree, bread
and dessert. The shelter’s cook prepares a salad. Cook-
ing is done about 4:30 p.m. The cooks congratulate
each other on a job well done and go home to a quiet
evening. The 3-4 servers arrive and sign in just before
5:00 p.m. They serve the women and children, getting
wonderful feedback about the excellent menu. At 6:00
p.m. they depart for a nice evening at home. The shelter
residents do the clean-up.

Information about St. John's i1s posted on the movable
bulletin board and their current newsletter is on the main
outreach bulletin board on the east wall. For more
information, talk to Marla Crane, 359-3172.



Bridge to the Future Campaign

The Bridge to the Future Campaign was introduced at
the Annual Meeting as a vehicle that will provide All
Saints with the necessary funds to make it through 2009
and take us into 2010. In order to pay our bills this vear
and replenish our reserve funds, we will be launching
an ambitious, but necessary, campaign to raise $60,000.
You will be hearing more about this soon.

In the meantime, here are some ideas to think about as
you reflect on possible ways i which you can contrib-
ute to the future vitality of All Saints:

1. As proposed by Pat Youmanns at the Annual Meet-
ing, “Consider adding $5.00 to the collection plate every
Sunday.”

2 .Increase your annual pledge.

3. Commit to an annual pledge, if vou have not already
done so.

4. Invite friends to the next Fellowship event. Doug and
Sara Chatfield have done an outstanding job of organizing
social events that are fun and enjoyable. Their next
event will be a St. Patrick’s Day potluck on March 17®
featuring orange and green foods to commemorate.
Bring your friends with Roman Catholic backgrounds
and encourage them to wear green. Bring your friends
with Protestant backgrounds and encourage them to
wear orange.

5. Invite a friend to share an important part of your
life. As I mentioned at the Annual Meeting, I found the
Episcopal church through a fellow student in a business
program. At the time, we were studying aesthetics and
she proposed a field trip to Grace Cathedral to study the
aesthetics of the church and the service. You could of-
fer an invitation to come and see our beautiful stained
glass windows and hear our organ, one of the largest in
Sacramento.

6. Invite friends to the next musical event, which will
be an Evensong followed by a recital on Sunday,
April 26 at 4 pm.

7. 1f you have left All Saints a bequest in your will, consider
changing all or part of the bequest to a living gift now.

8. If are over 70-1/2 and have retirement accounts (like
Individual Retirement Accounts, or IRAs), you can
make a direct gift of up to $100,000 per person without
paying income tax. (The distribution will not count as a
charitable deduction.) This will allow you to lower the
value of your IRA, reducing the amount on which your
future required minimum distributions (RMDs) are calcu-
lated and thus lowering your future taxable income.

9. Consider the purchase of an All Saints Memorial
Plaque to commemorate a family member or loved one.
These plaques are permanent fixtures of the church,
displayed in the narthex. The donation for a plaque is
$10,000.
