During this seasom of Esster we ane
looking at one very important place at All Saints that
needs the influence of resurrection: our finances,

We nt All Saints have been nmning deficit budgets
for too long. The clergy and vestry have taken seriously
the priodty of making our budget balinee, and it is our
goal to present a balanced budget ot the next Anmusl
Meeting. In omder to achieve this goal (the “future™),
we need your help. We need to bridge the hole in our
finances between where we are and where we need to
be in omder to contimae to do the work that God has for
us to do here on Sutterville Boad in Sacamento.

Please be assured that we all have examined every
aspect of our income md expenses. And we have made
puinful decisions to cut expenses in many places, most
purticularly in persomnel expenses, so that in the long
mn we can indeed maintsin a balmeed budget. NMow
wie st ask you to help us catch up so that we do not
addmess the futune with a debt but can go from here on
an even keel foreve more

The goal that the vestry has set for the Bridge to
the Future campaign is $60,000. That goal may seem
audacious. Bat it is necessary. Remember that it is
God"s work that we ane talking about. The resurmection
is nothing if not asdacious. If we ane practicing good
stewardship with our resources (and by “we™ I mean as
individuals and also as a congregation ), we will be able

Medhane chose River City Community Services to
serve at for his 5 hours a week community service re-
quired by the Program. “It is in eye opening and vi-
carious experence’.
